Safety  
 
York Knavesmire Harriers have made strenuous efforts to ensure the safety of 
runners, spectators and marshals. All runners must obey the instructions of 
Greenlight Traffic Management and Course Marshals.  Please also respect the 
rights of other users of the public highway. No i-pods or similar will be allowed 

           
The course 
 
The course is on public roads and the start is on Bishopthorpe Road.  Please 
obey the marshal’s instructions and do not go onto the road until directed. The 
finish is on the access road to the Racecourse.  Bishopthorpe Road will be 
closed for the start only up to Bishopthorpe Palace. All other roads will be open 
to traffic.  You must keep to the left and obey marshals instructions. 
 
                       

 
 
The route is flat and fast, heading southwards through Bishopthorpe, left to 
Acaster Selby, right to Appleton Roebuck and then right again, back through 
Bishopthorpe to the Racecourse. 
 
There will be a Lead Vehicle with timing clock and a Sweep Vehicle.  
 
If any runner needs to stop or requires assistance please contact any marshal, 
who will be in contact with Race HQ, First Aid and the Sweep Vehicle. 
 
 
 
 



 

 

Timing Chips 
 
Must be worn as directed on your shoe.  There will be a second timing chip 
integrated into the race number, which is a trial.  You must wear both. 
 
Race Start at 10am  
 
Please be at the start no later than 09.50.   
 
Runners will not be allowed to warm up on the public roads. Please use the 
racecourse area or the Sustrans cycle track near the start. Please respect the 
rights of cyclists and pedestrians using this shared cycle/footpath. 
 
Time limit 2 hours 45 minutes 
 
This is the maximum time allowed for completing the course.  If you feel that 
you cannot finish in this time, please let either a marshal or the sweep vehicle 
know, and transport will be arranged for you to the finish.  All Marshals and the 
timing mats will be withdrawn at 12.45, after which no times will be recorded. If 
you choose not to accept transport to the finish then you will be on the highway 
at your own risk and York Knavesmire Harriers will not accept any responsibility 
for your safety. 
 
The finish 
 
This is adjacent to the Racecourse buildings. Once you have entered the finish 
funnel your timing chip will be removed, water will be provided and your race 
souvenir will be issued, on presentation of your race number.
